The student will take lessons in a one-on-one studio instruction environment. Lessons will 

include (but are not limited to) weekly assignments in selected curriculum/method series and 

additional supplemental materials; teacher-student duets; student-student duets; on-line group 

performance practice sessions; on-line theory workshop sessions; on-line music community 

memberships; performance evaluations and events. Our group instruction methods are 

currently not being implemented due to social distancing standards and guidelines. 

At home practice and homework assignments facilitate student success. Students should have 

an acoustic piano or digital piano for practice. Assignments will be recorded on assignment 

sheets to help parents, teachers, and students remain connected. Communication between all 

of us is vital to meeting and maintaining the student’s musical goals. Lesson/progress 

assessments will be provided mid-year and/or end-of-the-year.  

As an active member of the Augusta Music Teachers Association (AMTA), Georgia Music 

Teachers Association (GMTA), Music Teachers National Association (MTNA), National 

Association for Music Education (NAfME), and Piano Guild (a division of the American 

College of Musicians), our students participate in performance opportunities by way of
